DISCUSS
Use these prompts to spark a series of table conversations this week, or cover them all in one sitting, whatever works best for your family.

READ AND DISCUSS
• Read Daniel 8:15-17. God sent Gabriel to help Daniel understand his vision.
   Think of a time when you were confused about what God was doing.
   Did He send someone or reveal something to you to help you understand His plan? 
 
• Read Daniel 8:23-24. What is your reaction to this description of the antichrist? 
 
• Read Daniel 8:25. What hope do you receive from the promise that this evil leader will be destroyed?
   What does this verse teach us about human power verses God’s power? 
 
• Read the description of the evil man in Psalm 10:1-11 and voice Psalm 10:12-18 as your own prayer.

Honestly talk with God about the things that cause you to be confused or fearful and acknowledge that God is in control even when is appears 
as though evil is prospering.
